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Abstract

This study examines comics as unique narrative forms that combine text and visuality, and 

addresses the debates regarding the classification of these narratives as literary products. 

Comics offer the reader a multi-layered reading experience by supporting the meaning 

presented by the literary text with visual elements. This dynamic interaction between text and 

visuality shapes the structure of the narrative, character development and thematic depth in a 

way different from traditional literary genres.

The study focuses on the historical development of comics, their narrative structures and their 

relationship with literary works, and focuses on the artistic and academic value of this genre. 

In particular, the literary features and expression possibilities of comics are evaluated in detail 

through analyses conducted on works adapted from Turkish literature into comics.

In this context, the main purpose of the thesis is to consider comics not only as a product of 

popular culture, but also as a narrative form worthy of literary and academic study; to analyze 

the structural components of comics from an interdisciplinary perspective. Thus, it is revealed 

that comics are an area open to academic studies, beyond being a media form solely for 

entertainment purposes.
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
