Fakiiltesi Tiirk Dili ve Edebiyati Bolimii’nde 6grenim goren 3. ve 4. smif A2
seviyesindeki 12 kisilik bir katilimer grubunun katihmiyla gergeklestirildi. Calisma
2021-2022 6gretim yili gliz yar1 yilinda hafta ici her giin ikiser ders saati olarak icra

edildi ve 6 aylik bir siireyle sinirli tutuldu.

Calisma gergeklestirilirtken Corona Virus salgini nedeniyle yiiz ylize calisma
yapmak i¢in katilimer bulunamadigi i¢in bilgisayar tizerinden Zoom adli gériisme
programi kullanilarak sanal ortamda gergeklestirildi. Katilimeilar defter, kalem ve
kitap gibi 6gretim malzemeleri kullanmadilar. Katilimcilara uygulama disinda
yapmalar1 gereken ev oOdevi verilmedi. Sadece uygulama sirasinda arastirmact
tarafindan gorsellerle desteklenen kisa masallar, kisa anlatim metinleri, kisa 6ykiiler
ve benzeri 6zgiin 6gretim malzemeleri kullanildi. Bu malzemeler, katilimeilarin tiretici
s6z varliklarini artirmak ve konusma becerilerini gelistirmek amaciyla se¢ildi. Gorselli
destekleme, Ogrenme siirecini daha etkili hale getirerek katilimcilarin dikkatini
cekmeyi ve kavramlar: daha iyi anlamalarini saglamay1 hedefledi. Ayrica metinler

cok tekrar edilerek baglam igindeki alici s6z varliginin tiretici hale gelmesi amaglandi.

Uretici s6z varligimin tespiti, 6n test ve son test yapilarak belirlendi. Sonrasinda
yapilan 6n test ve son test sonuglari karsilastirildi. Uretici sz varligmin

gelistirilmesindeki basari/basarisizlik yapilan ¢alisma ile net bir sekilde ortaya kondu.

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ABSTRACT

AN ACTION RESEARCH ON THE DEVELOPMENT OF
PRODUCTIVE VOCABULARY OF STUDENTS LEARNING TURKISH AS A
FOREIGN LANGUAGE

The study was conducted using action research, one of the qualitative research

methods.

The study was carried out online with a group of 12 third- and fourth-year A2-
level participants studying in the Department of Turkish Language and Literature at
the Faculty of Translation and Languages at Al-Azhar University in Cairo, Egypt. The
study was conducted during the spring semester of the 2021-2022 academic year, with

two lesson hours every weekday, and was limited to six months.

Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, it was not possible to conduct face-to-face
sessions, so the study was carried out virtually using the Zoom application. The
participants did not use teaching materials such as notebooks, pens, or books. No
homework was assigned to the participants outside of the sessions. Only the researcher
used short stories, short narrative texts, and other original educational materials
supported by visuals during the application. These materials were selected to enhance
the participants ' productive vocabulary and speaking skills. The visual support was
intended to make the learning process more engaging, grabbing the participants'
attention and facilitating their understanding of the concepts. In addition, the texts
were repeated frequently to ensure that the receptive vocabulary in the context became

productive.

The identification of productive vocabulary was determined through pre-tests
and post-tests. The results of the pre-tests and post-tests were compared. The
success/failure in developing productive vocabulary was clearly demonstrated through

this study.
