OZET

Bu ¢alismada, Dede Korkut anlatilarin1 ¢atismaci yaklasimla ele almak ve
iktidar iliskilerini odaga alarak metnin kurulusu ve unsurlar1 hakkinda bir yoruma
ulagmak amaglanmistir. Bes boliimden olusan ¢alismada giliniimiize ulasan Dede

Korkut yazmalar1 ile Oguzname metinleri temel alinmstir.

Ik boliimde catismaci yaklasima genel olarak yer verilmis, catisma

kuraminin anlatilar1 degerlendirmede saglayacagi yararlar tartisilmistir.

Ikinci béliimde Dede Korkut anlatilarinin ve Oguznamelerin tarihi siyasi
zemini, secere metinlerinin iktidarin mesruiyet sdylemiyle iligkisi ele alinmis;
Oguznamelerin ortaya ¢ikmasinda Suibilik, Fars gelenegi ve Mogol etkisi; Tiirklerin
Oguz Han tizerinden kutlu bir soya baglanmasi ile ilgili anlatilarin temel referanslari
ve nitelikleri tartisilmistir. Bu boliimde ayrica Oguznamelerin Osmanli Devleti’nin
mesruiyet sdyleminin parcasi olmasiyla ilgili siire¢ de degerlendirilmektedir. Oguz
Han’in soy agacina yer veren kaynaklarin karsilastirilmasi ve ortaya konan secere

metinlerinin Dede Korkut Kitabr’yla iliskisi de bu boliimiin 6nemli bir konusudur.

Ugiincii boliimde anlatic1 odaga alinarak metnin yazili ve sozlii kiiltiir igindeki
yeri, anlaticinin iktidar sdylemine aract konumu, Dede Korkut’un ozan ve ulu kisi
olarak kimligi, kiiltiir yaratict ve disil yonii, Oguz toplumu icindeki konumu

tartigilmstir.

Dede Korkut anlatilarinda devlet anlayisi, birey ve toplum arasindaki iligkiler,
statiiler, siradiizeni yapisi, Oguz devletinin temel nitelikleri, otoritenin manevi ve
askeri ayrimi gibi konular dordiincii boliimii olusturmustur. Bu boliimde ayrica Tanri
golgesi kavrami tarihi siyasi boyutlariyla tartisilmis; “toy”, “temasa ve teferrii¢”,
“sofra agmak” gibi iktidarin gostergesi olan durumlar; ayrica ordu, ev, ala sayban, go¢

gibi konargdger yasamin dnemli unsurlari, Oguz toplumu hakkinda sosyolojik bir

yoruma ulagsmak amaciyla ele alinmistir.

Besinci boliimde Oguz kimligi ve bu kimligin karsisina aldig: 6tekilikler konu
edilmistir. Kahramanlarin, kadinin ve Dede Korkut’un toplum ve devlet karsisindaki
konumu; giiclin olumsuzlanamazligi, akil ve gii¢ karsitligr, meydan ve meydanin

gerisi, normatif etki, erkekligin olumlu alternatifi, “kili¢ ve sofra” gibi kavramlar
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etrafinda tartistlmistir. Oguz kimliginin 6nemli bir yonii olarak gaza olgusu,
tarihselligin de dikkate alindig1 bir zeminde tartisilmis; alp ve kafir tizerinden Oguz’un
kimlik belirlenimi ortaya konulmak istenmistir. Bu boliimde ayrica Oguz ideallerinin

bir ifadesi olarak Dede Korkut’un kehanetle ilgili ifadeleri degerlendirilmistir.

Oguzname diinyasinin bir ciizii olan Dede Korkut Kitabi’nin Oguz kimliginin
bir ifade araci olarak tagidig1 anlam, ¢alismanin temel konusudur. Calismada, ¢esitli
boyutlariyla degerlendirilen Oguz kimliginin destan anlatilarina konu olan bir kimlige

karsilik geldigi sonucuna ulasilmistir.
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ABSTRACT

This study aims to examine the Dede Qorqut narratives through a conflict-
theoretic approach and to arrive at an interpretation of the manuscript’s constitution
and elements by focusing on power relations. Based on the Dede Qorqut manuscripts

and Oghuzname texts that have survived to this day, the study comprises five sections.

The first section introduces the conflict-theoretic approach in general and

discusses the benefits that conflict theory provides in evaluating narratives.

The second section addresses the historical-political context of the Dede
Qorqut narratives and the Oghuznames, the relationship between genealogy texts and
the legitimacy discourse of power, the influence of Shu'ubiyya, Persian tradition, and
the Mongol impact on the emergence of the Oghuznames; and the core references and
characteristics of the narratives related to the Turks' connection to a sacred lineage
through Oghuz Khan. This section also evaluates the process by which the
Oghuznames became part of the Ottoman State's legitimacy discourse. The
comparison of sources that provide Oghuz Khan's genealogy and the relationship
between the presented genealogy texts and the Book of Dede Qorqut constitute a

significant topic of this section.

The third section focuses on the narrator and discusses the manuscript’s place
in written and oral culture, the narrator's intermediary role in the power discourse,
Dede Qorqut's identity as a bard and sage, his culture-creating and feminine aspects,

and his position within Oghuz society.

The fourth section comprises topics such as the concept of state in the Dede
Qorqut narratives, the relationships between the individual and society, statuses,
hierarchical structure, the fundamental characteristics of the Oghuz state, and the
spiritual and military distinction of authority. This section also discusses the concept
of 'shadow of God' within its historical-political dimensions, situations indicative of
power such as foy “festivity”, temasa “spectacles”, spread of food, and and the
important elements of nomadic life such as “ordu, ev, ala sayban, gé¢”, aiming to

arrive at a sociological interpretation of Oghuz society.
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The fifth section addresses the Oghuz identity and its oppositions to
otherness. Concepts such as the heroes', women's, and Dede Qorqut's positions vis-a-
vis society and state, the negationality of power, the opposition of reason and power,
the public sphere and its margins, normative influence, the positive alternative to
masculinity, and “the sword and the table” are discussed. The phenomenon of ghaza
“holy war”, as an important aspect of Oghuz identity, is discussed on a foundation that
considers historicity, and the Oghuz identity determination through the alp “warrior”
and the kdfir “infidel” is sought. This section also evaluates Dede Qorqut's prophetic

expressions as an expression of Oghuz ideals.

The meaning carried by the Book of Dede Qorqut, a component of the
Oghuzname world, as an expression tool of Oghuz identity, is the core subject of this
study. The study concludes that the Oghuz identity evaluated with various dimensions

corresponds to an identity that is the subject of epic narratives.
