OZET

Enerjinin insan kullanimina ilk girisinden itibaren farkli alanlarda kulanim
gormistiir. Bu kullanim eski ¢aglarda ilk olarak hidrolik ve jeotermal enerji
kullanimi olarak goriiniirken daha sonralarda buhar ve termal enerji olarak
ilerlemesine devam etmistir. Elektrik enerjisinin genis kitlelerce kullanilmaya

baslamasi ise kiiresel anlamda ger¢eklesen degisimin hizini arttirmistir.

Elektrik enerjisinin yayilmasi ile beraber enerjinin iiretilmesi, kullanima arzi ve son
kullanictya ulastiritlmasi konusunda Kimlerin rol alacagi, devletin, enerjinin gegtigi
bu asamalarda ne sekilde miidahil olacagi sorusu ortaya c¢ikmistir. Zamanla
Washington Konsensiisii gibi neo liberal yaklasimlar sergilense de giiniimiizde
yasanan Ukrayna — Rusya savasinda agik¢a gorildiigii tizere enerji konusu sadece

ekonomik degil ayn1 zamanda iilkelerin giivenlikleriyle de baglantilidir.

Bu caligmada enerji tretimi, dagitimi ve son kullaniciya ulastirilmasi konusunda
getirilen hukuki diizenlemeleri inceleyecek ve devletin bu konuda sahip oldugu

yetkilere deginecegiz.
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ABSTRACT

Since the first introduction of energy into human use, it has been used in
different fields. While this use first appeared as the use of hydraulic and geothermal
energy in ancient times, it continued to progress as steam and thermal energy later
on. The widespread use of electrical energy has increased the pace of global change.

With the spread of electrical energy, the question of who will play a role in the
generation of energy, supply to use and delivery to the end user, and how the state
will intervene in these phases of energy has emerged. Although neo-liberal
approaches such as the Washington Consensus have been exhibited over time, the
energy issue is not only related to the economy but also to the security of the

countries, as it is clearly seen in the Ukraine-Russia war today.

In this article, we will examine the legal regulations on energy production,
distribution and delivery to the end user, and we will mention the authorities of the
