PRESCHOOL  EXPERIENCES REGARDING SIBLINGS 
BEING IN THE SAME CLASSROOM

This study examined the experiences of preschool teachers working with siblings (e.g., 
twins, triplets) placed in the same classroom within early childhood education 
institutions. The research was conducted using a phenomenological design, one of the 
qualitative research approaches. The participants consisted of preschool teachers who 
were teaching in classrooms where siblings were enrolled together. Data were 
collected through semi-structured interviews and analyzed using a phenomenological 
analysis method.The findings revealed that teachers conceptualized their experiences 

complex, multi-layered, and at times classroom-management-challenging nature of 
teaching siblings within the same classroom context.

and enhance their sense of security. The emotional and social support siblings provide 
to one another was found to play a facilitating role, particularly during the adaptation 
process.However, the study also identified several challenges related to social 
relationships and classroom dynamics. Interactions such as comparison between 
siblings, excessive dependency, conflict, jealousy competition, and mutually 

practices. The strong bond between siblings was observed to potentially limit peer 
relationships and, in some cases, lead to peer grouping, identity confusion, and 
relational exclusion.Furthermore, it was determined that when siblings whose first 
language is not Turkish are placed in the same classroom, their Turkish language 
acquisition process may become more challenging and teacher child communication 
may be hindered. On the other hand, siblings of different genders were found to 
differentiate from one another more easily and engage with different peer groups, 
whereas difficulties related to social skills and peer relationships were more 
pronounced among same-gender siblings. 
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
