Cocuk tarihin her agsamasinda var olmasina ragmen ayri bir birey, varlik olarak kabul
edilmesi birka¢ yiizy1l 6ncesine dayanmaktadir. Cocuk tarih boyunca itilip kakilmis,
bir egya gibi alinip satilmis ve dahi kendi 6z ebeveynleri tarafindan da kiilfet olarak
goriiliip katledilmistir. Tiim bu kot asamalara ragmen gerek ucuz isgiicti gerekse
toplumun gelecegi oldugu ve ayri bir birey oldugunun kabuliiyle cesitli haklarini
kazanmaya baglamistir. Cocuk c¢esitli etmenler nedeniyle toplum ve kamu diizenince
kabul edilmeyen tutum ve davramislara yénelebilmektedir. Oncelikle ¢ocuk bu tutum
ve davraniglart yapmamasinin saglanmasi gerekmektedir. Calismamda g¢ocugun
tanimi, ¢ocukluk tarihi, ¢ocuk haklarini tanimlayan uluslararasi ve ulusal belgelerden
bahsedilmistir. Daha sonra Tiirk Ceza Kanunu, Ceza Muhakemesi Kanunu ve Cocuk
Koruma Kanunu iizerinden sucga siiriiklenmis ¢ocugun muhakeme asamalar1 yiiksek
yargl kararlari 1siginda irdelenmistir. Muhakeme asamalarinda karsilasabilecegi
sakincalara karst cesitli Onerilerde bulunulmus ve c¢ocugun maddi ve manevi
biitlinliigiiniin korunmasina yonelik atilmasi gereken adimlar belirtilmistir.
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ABSTRACT

Although the child has existed at every stage of history, recognition as a distinct
individual and being dates back only a few centuries. Throughout history, children
have been neglected and mistreated, bought and sold like mere objects, and even
regarded as a burden and killed by their own parents. Despite these adverse stages,
with the recognition that they constitute both cheap labour and the future of society,
children have begun to gain various rights through the acknowledgement of their
individuality.Due to various factors, a child may be inclined towards attitudes and
behaviours that are not accepted by society or public order. It is essential, first and
foremost, to ensure that the child refrains from engaging in such conduct.In this study,
reference is made to the definition of the child, the history of childhood, and the
international and national instruments defining children’s rights. Subsequently, the
procedural stages concerning children drawn into crime have been examined within
the framework of the Turkish Penal Code, the Criminal Procedure Code, and the Child
Protection Law, in the light of high judicial decisions. Various recommendations have
been made to address potential disadvantages that may arise during the proceedings,
and measures necessary to safeguard the child’s material and moral integrity have been
set out.
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
