CATISMA SONRASI FEDERAL DEVLETLERDE PARADIiPLOMASI:
SOMALI ORNEGI

Bu tez, Somali’nin karmasik ¢atisma sonrasi ortaminda paradiplomasi fenomeninin
ortaya ¢ikisini, gelisimini ve glincel durumunu inceleme amacina ulagsmak i¢in iilkenin
catisma sonrast federal yapisinin i¢ dinamiklerini kapsamli bir sekilde analiz
etmektedir. Calisma, c¢esitli akademik ve politika odakli materyallerin nitel bir bakis
acisiyla kapsamli bir inceleme yapmakta ve El-Dessouki’nin (2018) agiklayict teorik
cergevesini benimseyerek yapisal i¢ degiskenlerin—hukuki ¢erceveler, otonomi
diizeyleri, hiikiimetler arasi dinamikler ve kurumsallasma—paradiplomasinin nasil
sekillendirdigini detayl bir sekilde incelemektedir. Analizin sonucu, dis politikanin
yapimi ve Yyiirlitiilmesinin merkezilestirilmesinin anayasal olarak belirgin olmasi
gercegine ragmen, anayasal belirsizliklerin, tarihsel miraslarin ve catisma sonrasi
yonetim zorluklarmin etkilesiminin, Federal Uye Devletlerin otonomi arzulari ile
Federal Hiikiimetin egemenligini koruma giidiisii arasinda bir catisma yaratarak,
ulusalt1 unsurlarinin disislerinde agilimi i¢in verimli bir zemin olusturdugunu ortaya
koymaktadir. Dolayist ile, bu tezde verilen yapisal analiz, catigsma sonrasi federal
ayarlar baglaminda yapisal i¢ degiskenlerin paradiplomasiyi sekillendirme merkezi
rollinii vurgulayarak, Somali’de paradiplomasinin i¢ ige ge¢mis boyutlarint ve

parametrelerini aciga ¢ikarmaktadir.

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ABSTRACT

PARADIPLOMACY IN POST-CONFLICT FEDERAL STATES: A CASE
STUDY OF SOMALIA

In this thesis, the domestic structure of Somalia’s post-conflict federal structure is
comprehensively analyzed in order to reach the aim of examining the emergence,
development, and current status of paradiplomacy phenomenon within the country’s
intricate post-conflict settings. Employing a comprehensive review of diverse
academic and policy-oriented materials through a qualitative lens, the thesis adopts El-
Dessouki’s (2018) explanatory framework to scrutinize how domestic structural
variables—legal frameworks, autonomy levels, intergovernmental dynamics, and
institutionalization—shape  paradiplomatic engagements. It uncovers that,
notwithstanding constitutional intents to centralize foreign policy, the interplay of
constitutional ambiguities, historical legacies, and post-conflict governance challenges
fosters a fertile ground for subnational foreign engagements, further intensified by the
friction between the Federal Member States’ autonomy aspirations and the Federal
Government’s sovereignty assertions. Thus, the structural analysis given in this thesis,
through underlining the central role of domestic structural variables in molding
paradiplomacy within the context of post-conflict federal settings, unveils

interconnected the dimensions and parameters of paradiplomacy in Somalia.
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
