TEMSILININ TOPLUMSAL CINSIYET ACISINDAN
INCELENMESI

Bu arastirmanin amaci, en ¢ok satan okul 6ncesi donem resimli ¢cocuk
kitaplarinda yer alan babaligin temsilinin toplumsal cinsiyet rolleri agisindan
incelenmesidir. Okul 6ncesi donem c¢ocuklar1 i¢in en ¢ok satan g¢ocuk
kitaplar segilerek, kitaplarin babalik roliinii sunus bi¢gimlerinde dilsel ve dil
dis1 6geler incelenerek elde edilen veriler paylasiimistir. Dilsel ve dil dis1
Ogelerin incelenmesinin sonucunda okul Oncesi resimli ¢ocuk kitaplarina
baba karakterinin nasil yansitildigina, babanin mekansal analizi, eylem
dagilimi, ebeveynlik roliiniin nasil ele alindig1 incelenmistir.

Calisma nitel arastirma modellerinden temel nitel arastirma modeli
ile desenlenmistir. Calismada veriler arastirmaci tarafindan gelistirilen
“’dokiiman inceleme formu’’ veri toplama araci ile incelenmis olup 2018-
2023 yillar1 arasinda yayinlanan en ¢ok satan kitaplar listesinden 70 resimli
cocuk kitabi ile aragtirma gergeklestirilmistir. Okul 6ncesi doneme ait resimli
cocuk kitaplarinda dilsel ve dil dig1 6geler baglaminda babaligin temsilinin
toplumsal cinsiyet rolleri agisindan incelendigi bu arastirmada, incelenen
cocuk kitaplarinda babalarin ¢ocuklarina ilgi ve yakinlik gosterdigi; cocugu
ile oyun oynayip iletisim kurdugu; ev i¢i gérev ve sorumluluklarda yer aldigi
ancak c¢ocuklarinin saglik, okul durumu ve temel bakima iliskin esitlik¢i bir
sorumlulugun yeterince yansitilmadigi tespit edilmistir. Ote yandan,
geleneksel olarak otorite figiirli olarak bilinen babanin, bu geleneksellikten
uzaklasarak, eglenceli ve oyunbaz yonlerinin daha ¢ok tasvir edildigi,
cocugunun uyku saatinde ona eslik ettigi sonucuna ulasilmistir. Tim
bulgular g6z 6niine alindiginda, cocuk kitaplarinda yillar i¢erisinde babaligin
temsilinde ciddi degisiklikler oldugu; babaligin geleneksel roliinden
uzaklasilarak daha esitlikc¢i bir bakis acistyla tanimlandigi sdylenebilir.

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ABSTRACT

AN ANALYSIS OF THE REPRESENTATION OF FATHERHOOD
IN PRESCHOOL CHILDREN'S LITERATURE FROM A GENDER
PERSPECTIVE

This research aim to investigate the portrayal of fatherhood within
the most widely circulated preschool picture books, with a focus on gender
roles. A curated selection of popular preschool literature has been
examined, with analysis centered on both verbal and non-verbal factors
shaping the depiction of fatherhood. Through this investigation, the
representation of father figures in preschool picture books, including
spatial, the distribution of duties, and the treatment of parental
responsibilities in relation to gender constructs, has been analyzed. The
study is designed with the basic qualitative research model, which is one
of the qualitative research methodologies. Data for this inquiry were
gathered using a specialized tool called "Document Review Form, which
was developed by the researcher, with scrutiny applied to 70 illustrated
children's books from bestselling lists spanning the years 2018 to 2023.

In this study, which examines the representation of fatherhood in
preschool picture books in terms of verbal and non-verbal factors; it was
found that fathers in the analyzed children's books show interest and
affection towards their children, play and communicate with them, and
take part in domestic duties and responsibilities. However, it was found
that equal sharing of responsibilities related to children's health, schooling,
and basic care was not equitably reflected. On the other hand, it was found
that the father, who is traditionally seen as an authority figure, has moved
away from this tradition, that his fun and playful aspects are more strongly
portrayed, and that he accompanies his child to bedtime. In view of all the
results, it can be said that the representation of fatherhood in children's
books has changed significantly over the years. Fatherhood has been
defined from a more egalitarian perspective, moving away from its
traditional role.
