COCUK KATILIMINI BENIMSEMIS
OKULLARDA OKUL ONCESIi COCUKLARIN VE
OGRETMENLERIN COCUK KATILIMINA ILISKIN

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Bu c¢alisma okul 6ncesi donem c¢ocuklarinin ve dgretmenlerinin ¢ocuklarin katilim
haklarina yonelik goriislerini belirlemek amaciyla yapilmaktadir. Arastirma nitel
arastirma yontemlerinden durum calismasi deseni kullanilarak yapilmistir.
Katilimcilar okullarinda ¢ocuk meclisi bulunan okullardan secilmis, 11 6gretmen ve
15 cocuk ile goriigiilmiistiir. Veri toplama ve analiz etme silireci nitel arastirma
yontemlerine uygun olarak yapilmistir. Arastirma kapsaminda Ogretmenlere ve
cocuklara sorular yoneltilmis ve alinan yanitlara gore temalar belirlenmistir. Bu
baglamda hem 6gretmenlerin hem de ¢ocuklarin ¢ocuk katilimi tanimlari, kurallarin
belirlenme siirecine dair goriisleri, gocuk meclislerinin isleyis sekli hakkinda fikirleri,
okul/sinif uygulamalarinin neler oldugu, ¢ocuk katiliminin ¢ocuga ve Ogretmene
katkilar1 ve bu okullarda ¢alisan d6gretmenlere ¢ocuklardan Onerilerle birlikte bagka
kurumlarda ¢ocuk katiliminin nasil uygulanacagi ile ilgili 6gretmenlerden de oneriler
almmugtir. Arastirmanin sonucunda c¢ocuk katiliminin egitim siireglerine onemli
katkilarda bulundugu ve ¢ocuklarin siirecten sorumluluk bilincine sahip, 6zgiivenli,
toplum ig¢inde giiclii bir sese sahip bireyler olarak ¢iktiklar1 sonucuna ulasilmistir.
Cocuklarin bu okullarda duygusal anlamda giiclii olduklari; bununla birlikte
uygulamalar anlaminda ¢ocuk katilimimin diisiik diizeyde kaldig1r bazi durumlar da

belirlenmistir.
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VIEWS OF PRESCHOOL CHILDREN AND TEACHERS ON CHILD
PARTICIPATION IN SCHOOLS THAT ADOPTED CHILD
PARTICIPATION

ABSTRACT

This study aims to determine the views of preschool children and their teachers
regarding children's participation rights. The research was conducted sing a case study
design, one of the qualitative research methods. Participants were selected from
schools with student councils, and interviews were conducted with 11 teachers and 15
children. The data collection and analysis process were conducted in accordance with
qualitative research methods. Questions were posed to both teachers and children
within the scope of the study, and themes were identified based on the responses
received. In this context, both teachers' and children's definitions of child participation,
their views on the process of setting rules, their opinions on the functioning of student
councils, the practices in the school/classroom, the contributions of child participation
to both children and teachers, and suggestions from children or teachers working in
these schools, as well as teachers' suggestions on how to implement child participation
in other institutions, were collected. The study concluded that child participation
significantly contributes to educational processes, with both children and teachers
emerging from the process as responsible, self-confident individuals with a strong
voice in society. It was determined that children in these schools are emotionally
strong, although some situations were observed where child participation remained at

a low level in terms of practices.
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
