“Kiiltiirel Ekoloji ve Ekolojik Kiiltiir Uzerine Bir Inceleme" adli bu ¢alisma, ekoloji ve
kiilttir kavramlarin1 Kiltirel evrim ve insan-doga iliskisi Uzerine temellenen tutumlara gére

analiz etmektedir.

Calismanin ilk boliimiinde ilkel insanin hayati algilayis biciminde 6nemli yer tutan bazi
kavramlara ve ekolojinin diger disiplinlerle iliskisine deginilmistir. Insanhigin tarihinden
baslayarak avci-toplayici toplumlarm yasam bi¢imlerinden, hayvan yetistiren ve yerlesik
hayata gecen toplumlarin kiiltiirel siireglerine yer verilmistir. Yerlesik hayatin anlatildigi
boliimde farkli tarim toplumlarmin kiiltlirlerini karsilastirmak amaciyla Siimer ve Yunan
mitolojisinden 6rnekler sunulmustur. Ilkel insandan uygar insana degisen kiiltiirel evrime

deginilerek ikinci bolime gegilmistir.

Ikinci bélimde toplumlarin doga ve kiiltiir iligkisi iizerine temellenen tek ve ¢ift hathi
evrim teorilerine yer verilmistir. Cevre odakli bir ¢calisma oldugu icin cografya biliminden,
toplum odakli oldugu igin de kiiltiirel antropolojiden yararlanilmistir. Daha sonra “Derin

Ekoloji”, “Ekofeminizm”, “Slow Food” ve “Agroelestiri” gibi glincel tutumlara yer verilmistir.



Uciincti boliimde ise “Kiiltirel Ekoloji” ve “Ekolojik Kiiltiir” kavramlar: bu alanlarda
yapilan caligmalarla birlikte agiklanmistir. Kiltirel ekoloji kavrami insan-gevre iligkisi
baglaminda incelenmistir. Ekolojik kiltlir basliginda geleneksel ekolojik bilgi ve ekoelestiri

kavramlar1 da agiklanmustir.
Bu caligmanin amaci, ilk topluluklardan giintimize insan-doga iliskisini gozden
gecirerek giiniimiiz ekolojik sorunlarima kadim bilgilerin 1s1gmda yeni ¢6ziim yollar1 sunmaktir.

Sonug boliimiinde bu ¢6ziim yollar1 tizerinde durulmustur.
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ABSTRACT

A Study on Cultural Ecology and Ecological Culture™ analyzes the concepts of ecology
and culture according to attitudes based on cultural evolution and the human-nature
relationship.

In the introduction part of the study, some concepts that have an important place in the
way primitive people perceive life and the relationship of ecology with other disciplines are
mentioned. Starting from the history of humanity, the cultural processes of hunter-gatherer
societies, animal breeding and settled societies are included. In the section on settled life,
examples from Sumerian and Greek mythology are presented in order to compare the cultures
of different agricultural societies. The cultural evolution from primitive man to civilized man

was mentioned and the first chapter was started.

In the first part, single and double-line evolution theories based on the relationship
between nature and culture of societies are included. Since it is an environment-oriented study,
the science of geography was utilized, and since it is a society-oriented study, cultural
anthropology was utilized. Then, current attitudes such as “Deep Ecology”, “Ecofeminism”,

“Slow Food” and “Agroecological” are included.

In the second part, the concepts of Cultural Ecology and Ecological Culture are
explained together with the studies conducted in these fields. The concept of Cultural Ecology
is analyzed in the context of human-environment relationship. The concepts of traditional

ecological knowledge and ecocriticism are also explained under the title of Ecological Culture.
The aim of this study is to review the human-nature relationship from the first
communities to the present day and to offer new solutions to today’s ecological problems in the

light of ancient knowledge. In the conclusion section, these solutions are emphasized.
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
