neredeyse her anina dahil olmustur.

Bilgisayarlarin her birine baglarda yalnizca IP adresleri isimli, karmasik onlarca
rakam ve harflerden olusan kimlik numarasi verilmisken, bilgisayarlarin giinliik
kullanimda yayginlasmasi ile bu sistem i¢inden ¢ikilmaz bir hale gelmistir. Insanlarin
akillarinda daha kolay tutabilecegi sekilde alan adlar1 sistemi olusturulmus ve akilda
kalict kisa kelime gruplari ile insanlarin kolay bir bi¢imde birbirlerinin

bilgisayarlarina, internet sitelerine ulasmalarinin 6nii agilmustir.

Internet kullanimina bagli olarak alan adi kullaniminin artmasi, alan adlarmm git
gide ekonomik bir deger olarak taninmasina neden olmus ve dnemli bir giic sembolii
haline gelmistir. Bu gii¢ alan adlarinin ¢calinma tehlikesi ile karsilagmasina kimi zaman
ise ileride marka sahiplerine satilmak igin kotii niyetli iiglincii kisiler tarafindan

depolanmasina neden olmustur.

Markalarin, miisteri ve potansiyel miisterilerine kolay ve diigiik maliyetli sekilde
ulagabildikleri alan adlari, markaya tecaviiz edilmesinde bir ara¢ olarak kullanilmaya
baslanmistir. Kotii niyetli tigiincii kisiler, ticari kazang saglamak adina kimi zaman
markanin ismini alan adi olarak kullanmaya baslamis, kimi zaman ise internet

sitelerinde markanin mal ve hizmetlerini kopyalamislardir.

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ABSTRACT

Once, the internet was a domain accessible only to governments. Over time, it

has become a huge part of our daily lives, involved in almost every moment.

In early times, each computer was identified only by an assigned, complicated
series of numbers called an IP Address. However, as computers have become more
common in daily use, this system has become quite chaotic. Thus, domain names were
created, with easy-to-memorize, short heaps of words, allowing people to easily access

each other's computers and websites.

The rise in the usage of domain names in relation to the rise of internet usage
has gradually led to domain names being acknowledged as an economic asset and a
symbol of power. This power has sometimes made domain names subject to the risk
of theft and has sometimes led to them being stored in bulk by maliciously intended

third parties to be sold to trademark owners.

Domain names, which trademarks can use to easily and cheaply access their
customers and potential customers, have started to be used as a tool to infringe
trademarks. Ill-willed third parties, to make profits, sometimes use names of
trademarks as domain names and sometimes copy the trademark's products and
services on their websites. To halt such infringements, the trademark owner not only

has domestic law remedies but also has international law remedies.
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
