Bu calismamiz Istanbul Universitesi Nadir Eserler Kiitiiphanesi TY05481 Numaral Siir
Mecmuasinin tavsifi, transkripsiyonlu metni, incelemesi ve MESTAP’a gore tasnifinden
olusmaktadir. Tezimize konu olan mecmua 81 varaktan miitesekkildir. Mecmuada 14. yiizyildan
19. yiizyila dek ekseriyetle halk sairleri ve siirleri bulunmakla birlikte divan siirlerine de yer
verilmistir. Mecmuada 78 saire ait 209 siir bulunmaktadir. En ¢ok kullanilan nazim sekli
mufreddir. Mecmuanin miirettibi belli degildir. Mecmua sair ve siir bakimindan da zengin bir
icerige sahiptir. Mecmuada gazel, kosma, tiirkii gibi nazim sekillerinin yaninda hammamiye gibi
tiirler de bulunmaktadir.

Magazines XIV. They are compilation works that include many forms, especially poetry,
from the 19th century to the present. It has been written and compiled in different fields in terms
of content. Magazines can also be seen as poets' notebooks from their emergence until today.
Magazines are important works that testify to their age in terms of reflecting the poetry taste of
the period in which they were written. At the same time, thanks to magazines, we have the
chance to see, recognize, discover and bring to science the poems of poets who are left behind,

unknown or undiscovered, and who do not have a divan, so to speak.

This study consists of the description, transcribed text, analysis and classification according
to MESTAP of the Poetry Magazine No. TY05481 of Istanbul University Rare Works Library.
The magazine that is the subject of our thesis consists of 81 pages. Although the magazine
contains mostly folk poets and poems from the 14th century to the 19th century, divan poems
are also included. There are 401 poems by 78 poets in the magazine. The most commonly used
form of verse is mifred. The author of the magazine is unknown. The magazine also has a rich
content in terms of poets and poetry. In addition to verse forms such as ghazal, koshma and folk
song, there are also genres such as hammamiye in the magazine. In addition, the fact that there
are poems in the magazine that are not included in the divans of some poets is one of the issues

that reveal the importance of the magazine.
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
