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KISA OZET

LEFEBVRE’IN UG BOYUTLU TRIYALEKTiGi BAGLAMINDA YEREL KENT
HAKKI MUCADELELERININ MEKAN URETIMINE ETKISININ iIRDELENMESI

Mekan, yalnizca fiziksel olarak uretilen somut bir olgu degil, toplumsal dinamikler ile
sekillenen ve surekli olarak yeniden uretilen bir surectir. Tarihsel surecte mekanin
uretimi  farkh doénemlerde degisen sosyo-ekonomik ve politik etkilerle
cesitlenmektedir. Kapitalizmin kentsel slreclerde egemen hale gelmesi, mekanlarin
baskin otoritelerin kontroline gecmesine yol acmis ve mekan uretimine iligkin
elestirel yaklasimlarin ortaya ¢ikmasina neden olmustur. Bu yaklasimlardan biri olan
ve calismanin temelini olusturan Henri Lefebvre’in mekansal kurami, mekan
Uretiminin mekansal pratikler, mekan temsilleri ve temsil mekanlari olarak tg farkli
boyutun mekandaki hakimiyet iligkileri ile sekillendigini savunmaktadir.
Neoliberalizmin etkisiyle sermaye odakli hale gelen mekan, mekan temsillerinin
hakimiyetine girmistir. Bu durum, yerel sakinlerin yasadiklari mekanlardan
diglanmalarina ve karar alma suireglerinden yoksun birakilmalarina neden olmustur.
Kamusal mekanlar bu dinamiklerin en yogun yasandigi kentsel alanlar olarak éne
¢ikmaktadir. Bunlarin bir sonucu olarak hem dinyada hem de Tirkiye'’de kamusal

mekanlar Uzerinde ¢esitli kent hakki micadeleleri ortaya ¢ikmistir.

Calismada, kent hakki mucadeleleri ile Lefebvre’'in Ugli mekansal triyalektigi
arasindaki iligki ortaya konmaktadir. Kent hakkinin ihlal edildigi, baskin ideolojiler
tarafindan planlanan, metalastirilan ve kentlilerin sirecglerden diglandigi politikalarin
mekan temsillerine karsilik gelmekte; buna karsin, kent hakkinin kullanildigi,
bireylerin mekéani deneyimledigi, yasadigi, karar sureglerine katilim sagladig: ve
sahiplendigi kentsel slregler ise temsil mekanlarini ifade etmektedir. iki boyut
arasindaki catisma, mekansal pratiklerin yeniden sekillenmesine neden olmaktadir.
Calismada, kentlilerin kendilerini ifade ettikleri ve c¢esitli mekansal pratikler
gerceklestirdikleri kamusal mekanlarin, temsil mekanlarinin hakimiyetinde olmasi

gerektigi savunulmaktadir.



Bu baglamda calismanin amaci, Tlrkiye’de ortaya ¢ikmis ve/veya surdirilmekte
olan yerel kent hakki micadelelerinin kamusal mekan Uretimindeki etkisini,
Lefebvre’in  mekénsal Uglu triyalektigine farkh Olcllerde muidahaleleri ve
hakimiyetlerine etkileri baglaminda arastirmak ve degerlendirmektir. Yontemsel
olarak nitel bir yaklasimi benimseyen c¢alismada, arastirma yontemi olarak literattr
taramasi ve 6rnek incelemesi (vaka incelemesi); veri toplama teknigi olarak ise yari
yapilandiriimis miulakat, belge ve icerik analizleri kullaniimaktadir. Kavramsal
cercevede mekan ve mekan Uretimi olgulari, kent hakki, kent hakki muicadeleleri,
dinyada ve Turkiye’de kentsel mekan ve kamusal mekan slrecleri ddnemsel olarak
ele alinmaktadir. Tezde sunulan kavramsal cerceveden ve etki yaratmis dinya
orneklerinden vyola c¢ikilarak olusturulan ve yerel kent hakki mucadelelerinde
orgutlilik bicimi, micadele oncesi mekansal pratikler, mekan temsilleri, temsil
mekan orgutlenmeleri, micadele sonrasi mekansal pratikler, mekan temsili projenin
mucadele sonrasi durumu, micadele sonucunda baskin olan mekansal boyut,
micadele sonrasi érgutlilik durumu ve gunumuzde baskin olan mekansal boyut
basliklarini iceren analiz cercevesi ile secilen vakalarda mekan Uretim surecleri
analiz edilmektedir. Vaka olarak Ankara’dan Guvenpark ve Ankapark Mucadelesi,
istanbul’dan Arnavutkdy Semt Girisimi, Hasanpasa Gazhanesi, Kuzguncuk Bostani,
Validebag Korusu, Canakkale’den Tekel ve Kanyak Fabrikasi Mducadelesi

secilmigtir.

Sonug olarak, Turkiye’de bugline kadar gergeklestirilen micadelelerde otoritelerin,
ortaya koyduklari mekéan temsili projelerine yodun bir sekilde odaklandigi, yerel
sakinlerin ise bu kamusal mekanlari temsil mekani hakimiyetine gecirebilmek igin
uzun ve zorlu suregler gecirdigi gorulmustir. Yerel kent hakki mucadelelerinde
temsil mekanlarinin kamusal mekan Uretimlerindeki hakimiyetinin guclendirilmesi
baglaminda, otoritelerin toplumsal dinamikleri dikkate alarak politikalar gelistirmesi,
yerel halkin bas aktér olmasi, enformel olarak orgutlenen halkin formel bir
orgutlenmeye gitmesi, mekanin kimligi ve toplumsal yapisina uygun, yaratici ve
O0zgun pratiklerin geligtiriimesi, yalnizca protestolarla sinirli kalmayan, dugtnsel ve
yaratici pratikli muhalefet anlayisinin desteklenmesi, otoritelerin, mucadele
mekanlarinin ¢evresinde daha duzenli ve sdrdarulebilir kentlesme suregleri
planlamasi, mekan temsiline itiraz edilirken alternatif proje gdsterilmesinin énemli

oldugu tespit edilmistir.

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ABSTRACT

AN ANAYLSIS OF THE IMPACT OF LOCAL BATTLES FOR RIGHT TO
THE CITY ON PRODUCTION OF SPACE IN THE CONTEXT OF
LEFEBVRE’S SPATIAL TRIOLOGY

Space is not merely a tangible phenomenon produced physically; it is a process
shaped by social dynamics and is continuously being reproduced. In the historical
process, the production of space has diversified under the influence of varying
socio-economic and political factors. The dominance of capitalism in urban
processes has led to the control of spaces by dominant authorities and has given
rise to critical approaches toward the production of space. One of these approaches,
which forms the basis of this study, is Henri Lefebvre’s spatial theory. Lefebvre
argues that the production of space occurs through the dominance relations in
space, manifesting in three dimensions: spatial practices, representations of space,
and representational spaces. Under the influence of neoliberalism, space has
become capital-oriented, falling under the dominance of representations of space.
This situation has resulted in the exclusion of local residents from the spaces they
inhabit and the decision-making processes. Public spaces emerge as urban areas
where these dynamics are most intensely experienced. As a consequence, battles
for the right to the city have emerged, with various right-to-the-city battles being

waged globally and in Turkey over public spaces.

The study establishes a connection between right-to-the-city battles and Lefebvre’s
spatial triology framework. It is argued that the violation of the right to the city
corresponds to the representations of space, planned, commodified, and excluding
urban policies shaped by dominant ideologies. Conversely, urban processes where
the right to the city is exercised—those involving individuals’ experiences,
participation in decision-making, and appropriation of spaces—are associated with

representational spaces. The conflict between these two dimensions leads to



reshaping of spatial practices. In this context, the study argues that public spaces,
where urban inhabitants express themselves and engage in various spatial

practices, should be under the dominance of representational spaces.

Based on this relationship and influential global examples, an analytical framework
has been developed for examining the production of space in right-to-the-city
battles. This analytical framework includes organizational forms, pre-battle spatial
practices, representations of space, organization of representational spaces, post-
battle spatial practices, the state of representational projects post-battle, the

dominant spatial dimension after the battle, and the post-battle organizational state

In this context, the study aims to investigate and evaluate the impact of local right-
to-the-city battles on production of public space in Turkey in the context of
Lefebvre’s spatial triology framework, as well as the varying degrees of intervention
and dominance across its dimensions. The production processes of space in right-
to-the-city battles in Turkey are examined and evaluated based on the proposed
analytical framework. This study adopts a qualitative methodological approach,
employing literature review and case studies as research methods, and semi-
structured interviews, document analysis, and content analysis as data collection
techniques. In the conceptual-theoretical framework, the phenomena of space and
space production, the right to the city, battles for the right to the city, and processes
related to urban and public spaces globally and in Turkey are examined in a
periodical context. Glvenpark and Ankapark Battle in Ankara, Arnavutkdy
Neighborhood Initiative, Hasanpasa Gasworks, Kuzguncuk Garden and Validebag
Grove from Istanbul and Battle of Tekel and Distillery Factories in Canakkale were

selected as case studies.

As a conclusion, it has been observed that in the struggles carried out in Turkey to
date, authorities have heavily focused on representational projects of space, while
local residents have undergone long and challenging processes to bring these
public spaces under the dominance of representational spaces. In the context of
strengthening the dominance of representational spaces in the production of public
spaces in local right to the city struggles, the thesis concludes that authorities should
develop policies considering social dynamics, with local people being the main
actors, the informally organized public should move toward formal organization,
creative and original practices suitable for the identity and social structure of the

space should be developed, and an opposition approach based not only on protests



but also on intellectual and creative practices should be supported. Furthermore, it is
essential for authorities to plan more organized and sustainable urbanization
processes around the struggle spaces, and for alternative projects to be presented

when objecting to the representation of space.
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
