The reflection of the changing social structure in literature following the 

proclamation of the Republic is inevitable. In particular, with the increased 

participation of women in social life, female protagonists in novels began to emerge 

with increasingly diverse identities. This thesis aims to analyze post-Republican 

Turkish novels through the lens of women's literature. Special attention is given to 

how the issue of women is framed as a central theme in these works. The fact that the 

Republican era spans over a century has naturally made the selection of literary 

works more challenging. As with any academic study, limitations in scope 

necessitated the selection of canonically recognized works from different periods as 

the basis of the analysis.
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examined from a feminist perspective, particularly in relation to their portrayals of 

gender, sexuality, and the concept of honor. The study places emphasis on how the 

treatment of these themes has evolved over time. The analysis draws upon feminist 

criticism, gender-based reading, and psychoanalytic approaches.
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
