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ABSTRACT

Exploring Preschool Children's Creative Thinking Skills through Dialogic 

Reading Practices

This qualitative study explores how preschool children use and express 
creative thinking skills during dialogic reading sessions, both individually and 
collaboratively. The research first identified the best-selling children's books in 

-developed rubric focusing on 
creative thinking elements. Based on this evaluation, five books with the highest and 
five with the lowest creative thinking potential were selected for implementation. 
Dialogic reading activities were carried out using these books, and children's verbal 
responses and peer interactions were analyzed through video recordings. The 
findings reveal that dialogic reading supports children's creative thinking by 
providing opportunities to generate original ideas, propose alternative solutions, and 
develop thoughts through social interaction. Furthermore, children demonstrated 
creative responses not only individually but also through shared meaning-making 
and collaborative thinking processes. This study emphasizes the social nature of 
creativity in early childhood education and provides insights for educators, authors,
