


The aim of this study is to examine the effect of Creative Drama-Based Climate 
Change Modular Training Package on the environmental awareness and attitudes of 
preschool children. The research was conducted using a quantitative approach with a 
quasi-experimental design, specifically a pretest-posttest control group model. The 
sample consisted of 34 children aged 60 72 months who were enrolled in a 
kindergarten classroom of a public primary school in the Beylikdüzü district of 
Istanbul. Participants were randomly assigned to experimental and control groups. The 
Creative Drama-Based Climate Change Modular Training Package was implemented 
with the experimental group for a total of eight weeks, twice a week. Meanwhile, the 
control group continued with the standard preschool education program. Data were 
collected through the Environmental Awareness and Attitude Scale for Preschool 
Children administered to both groups before and after the intervention. The collected 
data were analyzed using the Mann-Whitney U test and Wilcoxon signed-rank test. 
Findings of the study revealed a significant improvement in the environmental 
awareness and attitude levels of the children in the experimental group. These results 
suggest that creative drama is an effective instructional method for enhancing 
environmental education in early childhood settings.
