Bu calismada Baris Bigak¢i’nin “Veciz Sozler”, “Sinek Isiriklarinin Miellifi”
ve “Seyrek Yagmur” romanlarindan yola ¢ikilarak s6z konusu romanlarda kent, kiiltiir
ve kimlik kavramlarinin nasil ele alindigi, bu kavramlarin birbiriyle nasil
iligkilendirildigi ve birbirini nasil etkiledigi, bireyin bu baglamda ne tiir bir degisim
geegirdigi incelenmistir. Tezin amaci, Baris Bigak¢i’nin romanlarinin  kiiltiirel
coziimleme agisindan tasidigi potansiyele dikkat ¢ekmekle birlikte, kentli bireyin
ruhsal ve toplumsal kirilmalarini anlamaya yo6nelik bir katki sunmaktadir. Bigak¢i’nin
romanlarinda yer alan karakterlerin giindelik yasamlarina, kentle kurduklar iligskiye
ve icsel diinyalarina odaklanilarak birey-kent, birey-toplum ve birey-kiiltiir
baglaminda ¢ozlimlemeler yapilmistir. Romanlarda 6zellikle Ankara sadece bir arka
plan olarak degil, karakterlerin ruh hallerini yansitan dinamik bir unsur olarak
kullanilmigtir. Kentin degisimi ve doniistimii ile birlikte kiiltiirel yapinin da degistigi;

bireyin kendisine ve yasadig1 topluma yabancilastigi goriilmiisttir.

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ABSTRACT

In this study, based on Baris Bicake1’s novels Veciz Sozler, Sinek Isiriklarinin
Miiellifi, and Seyrek Yagmur, an analysis is carried out on how the concepts of city,
culture, and identity are addressed, how they are interconnected and influence one
another, and what kind of transformation the individual undergoes in this context. The
aim of the thesis is not only to highlight the potential of Bigak¢1’s novels for cultural
analysis, but also to contribute to the understanding of the psychological and social
fractures of the urban individual. By focusing on the daily lives of the characters in
Bigake1’s novels, their relationship with the city, and their inner worlds, analyses are
conducted within the framework of individual—city, individual-society, and
individual—culture relations. In these novels, Ankara is portrayed not merely as a
backdrop but as a dynamic element that reflects the characters’ emotional states. It is
observed that, along with the transformation of the city, the cultural structure also
changes, leading to the individual’s alienation from both themselves and the society

they live in.
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
