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OZET

Bu calisma, Adalet ve Kalkinma Partisi (AK Parti) liderliginde Tiirkiye ile Somali
arasindaki askeri is birliginin evrimini Dis Politika Analizi (Foreign Policy Analysis - FPA)
teorik c¢ercevesiyle incelemektedir. Arastirma, baslangicta insani yardim temelli olan
Tiirkiye nin Afrika A¢ilimi Politikasinin zamanla daha genis kapsamli bir stratejik angajmana
dontiserek Somali’yi Afrika Boynuzu’ndaki en 6nemli ortak konumuna nasil tasidigimi
irdelemektedir. Tez, bu doniisiimiin ardindaki temel etkenleri analiz etmektedir: Tiirkiye’nin
bolgesel niifuz kazanma arzusu, Somali’nin stratejik deniz yolu tizerindeki konumu ve AK
Parti’nin ideolojik temelli dis politika vizyonu bunlar arasinda 6ne ¢ikmaktadir. Calisma,
nitel bir vaka ¢aligmas1 yontemi benimseyerek TURKSOM Askeri Kamp1'nin kurulmasi, iki
tilke arasinda gerceklestirilen askeri egitim programlari ve 2024 Ankara Bildirisi gibi
diplomatik girisimler lizerinde durmaktadir. Analiz kisminda, Tiirkiye’nin yaklagiminin,
askeri (sert gii¢) unsurlart insani yardim, kalkinma is birligi ve dini-kiiltiirel diplomasi
(yumusak gii¢) ile harmanlayan hibrit bir dis politika modeli sundugu ileri siiriilmektedir.
Diger yandan Somali, bu asimetrik ortakligi kendi ulusal ordusunu yeniden yapilandirmak,
yonetisim kapasitesini artirmak ve 6zellikle Korfez iilkelerinden gelen rekabetei dis etkilere
kars1 denge kurmak amaciyla kullanmaktadir. Calisma, yiikselen gii¢lerin kirilgan devletlerle
nasil ¢ok boyutlu diplomasi araciligiyla iliski kurdugunu gostererek uluslararasi iliskiler
literatiirine katki sunmaktadir. Ayrica bu tiir ortakliklarin, bolgesel istikrarsizlik ve siyasi

gecis siirecleri baglaminda tasidigi kalicilik ve risklere de dikkat cekmektedir.
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ABSTRACT

This study examines the evolution of military cooperation between Tiirkiye and
Somalia under the leadership of the Justice and Development Party (AK Party), applying the
theoretical lens of Foreign Policy Analysis (FPA). It investigates how Tirkiye’s Africa
Opening Policy, initially rooted in humanitarian outreach, transitioned into a broader strategic
engagement positioning Somalia as its most prominent partner in the Horn of Africa. The
thesis explores key drivers behind this transformation, including Turkiye’s aspiration for
regional influence, Somalia’s strategic maritime location, and the AK Party’s ideology-driven
foreign policy vision. The research adopts a qualitative case study approach, focusing on
significant developments such as the establishment of Camp TURKSOM, bilateral military
training programs, and diplomatic initiatives like the 2024 Ankara Declaration. The analysis
argues that Tiirkiye’s approach reflects a hybrid foreign policy model blending military
(hard) power with humanitarian aid, development cooperation, and religious-cultural
diplomacy (soft power). Meanwhile, Somalia utilizes this asymmetric partnership to rebuild
its national army, enhance governance capacity, and balance competing external influences,
especially from Gulf States. The study contributes to broader international relations discourse
by illustrating how rising powers engage with fragile states through multidimensional
diplomacy. It also highlights the durability and risks of such partnerships in the context of

regional instability and political transitions.
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
