Bu tez, miize kavraminin tarihsel siire¢ icindeki doniisiimiinii ve kiiresel dlcekte
gecirdigi yapisal degisimleri incelemektedir. Britanya Miizesi, Prado Miizesi,
Kunstkamera Miizesi, Altes Miizesi, Cin Ulusal Miizesi, Louvre Miizesi ve
Louvre Abu Dhabi Miizesi gibi farkh Kkiiltiirel cografyalara ait miizeler, kurulus
siirecleri, misyonlari, yonetim yapilary,, koleksiyon edinme yontemleri ve
dijitallesme calismalar1 acisindan karsilastirmal olarak analiz edilmistir. Tezde,
miizelerin yalmzca eser sergileyen kurumlar olmaktan cikip, uluslararasi
kiiltiirel aktorler haline geldikleri ve bu siirecte 6zellikle subelesme stratejilerinin
on plana ciktig1 savunulmaktadir.

Arastirmada, tarihsel ve toplumsal dinamiklerin miizelerin yapisim nasil
doniistiirdiigii ve Orta Dogu’nun o6zellikle Louvre Abu Dhabi 6rnegi iizerinden
kiiresel Kkiiltiirel sahnede nasil yiikselen bir aktor haline geldigi ortaya
konulmustur. Modern miizeciligin, egitim, iletisim, Kkiiltiirel diplomasi ve
ekonomik islevleri kapsayan c¢ok yonlii bir yapiya evrildigi vurgulanmis;
miizelerin ¢aga uyum saglayabilmeleri icin dijitallesme, subelesme ve toplumla
aktif etkilesim stratejileri gelistirmeleri gerektigi sonucuna ulasilmistir.
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ABSTRACT

THE EVOLVING DEFINITION OF THE MUSEUM AND THE EVOLUTION
OF ART MUSEUMS

This thesis examines the historical evolution of the museum concept and the
structural transformations it has undergone on a global scale. Museums from
different cultural regions - such as the British Museum, Prado Museum,
Kunstkamera Museum, Altes Museum, National Museum of China, Louvre
Museum, and Louvre Abu Dhabi - are comparatively analyzed in terms of their
establishment processes, missions, management structures, methods of collection
acquisition, and digitalization efforts. The thesis argues that museums have
evolved from merely exhibiting artifacts to becoming international cultural
actors, with branch expansion strategies playing a particularly prominent role in
this transformation.

The research highlights how historical and social dynamics have reshaped the
structure of museums and how the Middle East, especially through the example
of the Louvre Abu Dhabi, has emerged as a rising actor on the global cultural
stage. It is emphasized that modern museology has evolved into a multi-
dimensional structure encompassing education, communication, cultural
diplomacy, and economic functions. The study concludes that in order for
museums to adapt to contemporary demands, they must develop strategies
focused on digitalization, branch expansion, and active engagement with society.
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
