Glincel sanat, kiiresel olgcekte yasanan sosyo-politik, kiiltiirel ve teknolojik doniistimler
dogrultusunda yalnizca bigimsel degil, kavramsal diizlemde de yeniden tanimlanmakta;
disiplinler arasi iligkiler araciliftyla toplumsal ve mekéansal doniistimlere eslik eden kiiltiirel
bir pratik haline gelmektedir. Bu baglamda disiplinlerarasi sanat, mimarlik, plastik sanatlar ve
tasarimin sosyoloji, sehircilik ve felsefe gibi alanlarla bulustugu, sinirlarin gegirgenlestigi bir
yaklagimi temsil eder. Bu yaklagim, yalnizca yontemsel degil, ayn1 zamanda estetik ve
duistinsel diizlemde “yeni bir diinya™ tahayyiiltintin bir arac1 olarak degerlendirilmelidir.

INTERDISCIPLINARY ART AND THE TURKISH GROUP ESPAS

Contemporary art, influenced by global socio-political, cultural, and technological
transformations, has undergone a redefinition not only in formal and technical terms but also
conceptually. It has evolved into a cultural practice that accompanies social and spatial
transformations through interdisciplinary interactions. In this context, interdisciplinary art
represents an approach in which architecture, plastic arts, and design intersect with fields
such as sociology, urbanism, and philosophy. This approach should be understood not merely
as methodological diversity but as a tool for societies to envision and construct a “new
world” on both aesthetic and intellectual grounds.

In the post—-World War II reconstruction period, Groupe Espace, established in France,
emerged as a pioneering example of interdisciplinary art, aiming to integrate art with space,
society, and everyday life. This vision found resonance in Turkey, where modernization-
oriented cultural policies fostered a similar collective artistic model known as the Turkish
Groupe Espace. This group positioned art not only as an aesthetic domain but also as an
instrument for social transformation.

This study examines the formation of Turkish Groupe Espace, its artistic profiles, and its
interactions with Western art movements. The author extends sincere thanks to Prof. Dr.
