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Bu calismanin amaci, ¢alisan ¢ocuklarin egitimsel sorunlarinin incelenmesidir. Bu
amag dogrultusunda calisan ¢ocuklar ve ailelerinin egitim siirecinde yasamis olduklari
sorunlar belirlenerek ¢6ziim Onerileri sunulmustur. Arastirmanin 6rneklemini 2023-
2024 Egitim Ogretim yilinda Bursa ili Yildirim ilgesinde 6,7 ve 8.sinifa devam eden
25 dgrenci ve bu 13 6grencinin velisi olusturmaktadir. Arastirma durum g¢alismasinda
desenlenmistir. Arastirma verileri arastirmaci tarafindan kavramsal cergeve
incelenerek ve uzman goriisi alinarak olusturulan yari yapilandirilmig goriisme

formlari ile elde edilmistir. Ogrenci goriisme formunda kisisel bilgiler ile dort agik
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uclu soru, veli goriisme formunda kisisel bilgiler ve bes a¢ik uglu soru bulunmaktadir.

Aragtirma verileri igerik analizi yontemi ile analiz edilmistir.

Arastirma bulgularindan hareketle ¢alisan ¢ocuklarin derse odaklanamama, derse
yorgun gelme, &devleri yetistireme sorunlari yasadiklari goriilmiistiir. Ayrica
cocuklarin arkadaslar1 tarafindan zorbaliga maruz kaldiklar1 anlagilmistir. Calisan
cocuklarin ailelerinden toplanan verilere gore cocuklarin ¢calisma sebepleri arasinda en
cok ekonomik yetersizlik goze ¢arpmaktadir. Bazi veliler ekonomik kaygi olmamasina
ragmen sorumluluk almalari i¢in ¢ocuklarinin ¢aligsmalarini istediklerini belirtmistir.
Velilerin ¢ocuklarinin bagarisini desteklemede yetersiz kaldiklar1 da ulasilan bulgular
arasindadir. Ayrica g¢ocuklarmin 6gretmenlerinden cocuklariyla ilgili sikayetler

aldiklarini belirtmislerdir.
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He aim of this study is to examine the educational problems of working children. In
line with this aim, the problems experienced by working children and their families in
the educational process were identified, and solution proposals were developed. The
study sample consists of 25 students attending the 6th, 7th, and 8th grades and the
parents of 13 of these students in Yildirim district of Bursa province during the 2023—
2024 academic year. The research was designed as a case study. The data were
collected through semi-structured interview forms developed by the researcher based
on a review of the conceptual framework and expert opinions. The student interview
form included personal information and four open-ended questions, while the parent
interview form included personal information and five open-ended questions. The data

were analyzed using content analysis.

Based on the findings, it was revealed that working children face problems such as

lack of concentration in class, attending classes in a state of fatigue, and inability to
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complete their homework on time. It was also understood that these children are
exposed to peer bullying. According to the data collected from parents, economic
hardship stands out as the most common reason for children’s participation in work.
However, some parents stated that they wanted their children to work in order to take
responsibility, even when there were no financial concerns. Another finding is that
parents remained inadequate in supporting their children’s academic achievement. In

addition, they reported receiving complaints from teachers regarding their children.
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
