Bu calisma, 40 film yapimecisiyla gergeklestirilen gériismelerden ve betimsel analiz yonteminden
yararlanarak, Yemen sinemasinin tretim ve dagitim siireglerinde dijitallesmenin roliinii
incelemektedir. Yemen sinemas1 koklii bir gecmise sahip olmasina ragmen, siyasi c¢atismalar,
ekonomik zorluklar, sinema altyapisinin gelisimini 6nemli 6l¢tide kisitlamistir. Giintimiizdeki
teknolojik ilerlemeler ve artan internet erisimi, film yapimcilarinin daha genis kitlelere ulagsmak
amaciyla dijital platformlari, sosyal medyay1 ve uluslararasi film festivallerini alternatif {iretim ve
dagitim mecralar1 olarak kullanmalarina olanak tanimaktadir. Bu doniisiim, sinirli devlet ve
kurumsal destege ragmen, Yemen’in zengin kiiltiirel mirasi ve ulusal kimliginden dayanarak film
yapimciliginin demokratiklesme siirecine katki saglamaktadir. Bu calisma, alandaki mevcut
akademik eksiklikler dikkate alindiginda, Yemen film endustrisine iliskin literatiiriin

biitiinlestirilmesi ve derinlestirilmesine yonelik gereksinimi ortaya koymaktadir.

YEMEN CINEMA AND DIGITALIZATION

This study examines the role of digitalization in transforming the production and distribution
processes of Yemeni cinema through interviews with 40 filmmakers and descriptive analysis.
While Yemeni cinema possesses a deep-rooted history, political conflicts, economic constraints
have significantly hindered the development of its cinematic infrastructure. Contemporary
technological advances and increased internet accessibility have enabled filmmakers to leverage
digital platforms, social media, and international film festivals as alternative channels for
production, distribution, and audience engagement. This digital transformation, occurring despite
limited governmental and institutional support, contributes to the democratization of filmmaking
while drawing upon Yemen's rich cultural heritage and expressions of national identity.
Addressing significant gaps in existing scholarship, this study emphasizes the necessity of

developing a more comprehensive and nuanced understanding of the Yemeni film industry.
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
