MURAT GULSOY’UN ROMANLARININ ARKETIPSEL ELESTIRI

Carl Gustav Jung’un Analitik Psikoloji kuraminin temelini olusturan
arketipler, evrensel psisik yapilardir; riiyalar, mitler, ritiieller ve sanatsal yollarla
goriiniirliik kazanirlar. Edebi eserlerde insan psisesinin yansimalar: yer alir ve
bu yansimalar ¢ogu zaman arketipsel imgeler halinde tezahiir eder. Arketipsel
elestiri yontemi, arketipsel dgelerin edebi eserlerde nasil yansidigini inceleyen bir
edebi elestiri kuramidir. Arketiplerin edebi eserlerdeki yansimalarma dair ilk
analizler Jung’a dayanir. Arketipler, ebedi formlardir ancak tezahiirleri yasanan
zaman dilimine, toplumlara, kiiltiirlere hatta bireylere gire sekillenir. Bu acidan
bakildiginda postmodern romanlar, yapisindaki esneklik, cogulculuk, gorelilik,
parcalilik, c¢oklu gerceklik gibi ozelliklerle arketipsel imgelerin analizinde
oldukca verimli bir topraktir. Akademisyen yazar Murat Giilsoy, edebiyatimizda
postmodern anlayisla kaleme aldig1 deneysel roman tarziyla 6ne ¢ikmaktadir. Bu
calismada Jung’un Analitik Psikoloji kurami1 baglaminda arketiplerin Murat
Giilsoy’un postmodern nitelikli on iki romaninda nasil tezahiir ettigi
incelenmistir. Romanlardaki deneysel yontemler, arketipsel imgeleri de cok
katmanh yorumlara acgik hale getirmistir. Bu sebeple Jung kuramina, kuramin
giincel psikolojideki uygulamalarina ve Jung temelli cagdas arketip yorumlarmna
dair okumalar yapilmis ve roman incelemelerinde bu okumalar giéz oniinde
bulundurulmustur. Bu calismada amag¢, Jung kuramindaki arketipsel imgelerin
deneysel nitelikli postmodern romanlarin ¢ok katmanh ve cok anlamh yapisinda
nasil goriiniirliik kazandiginin ve psisik yansimalarmin tespitidir.

ABSTRACT
ARCHETYPAL CRITICISM AS AMETHODOLOGICAL APPROACH TO

MURAT GULSOY’S NOVELS

The archetypes which constitute the foundation of Carl Gustav Jung’s theory of
Analytical Psychology, are universal psychic structures that become visible
through dreams, myths, rituals and art. Literature reflects the human psyche,
and these reflections usually manifest as archetypal images. Archetypal Criticism
is a literary method that examines how these archetypal elements are reflected in
literature. The very first analysis of archetypal reflections in literary texts belongs
to Jung himself. Archetypes are eternal forms; however, their manifestations are
shaped by the era, society, culture and even the individual himself. From this
perspective, postmodern novels provide fertile ground for the analysis of such
archetypal images due to their flexibility, pluralism, relativity, fragmentation and
multiple realities. Both scholar and author, Murat Giilsoy stands out in Turkish
literature for his experimental novels written with a postmodern approach. In
this thesis, the manifestation of archetypes in Murat Giilsoy’s twelve postmodern
novels is examined within the framework of Jung’s Analytical Psychology. The
experimental methods employed in the novels have made archetypal images open
to multi layered interpretations. Therefore, extensive research was conducted on
Jungian theory, its applications in contemporary psychology, and modern
archetype interpretations and these insights guided the analysis of these novels.
The aim of this study is to identify the psychic reflections of archetypal images
and determine how they gain visibility within the multi layered and multi-faceted
structure of experimental postmodern novels.
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
